• Reporting/or Mike, Dave said we were able to pay JU11e's bills without borrowing.

• Pastor Dan announced his 11ew call. He and Cary will conduct the continuity workshop on August 
11 and he'll also fi11d help for the Crop Walk in September. He will complete a baptism, a marriage and a 
memorial service previously arranged. He was thanked for his service and wished well. 

• Pastor Gloria reported she attended Synod Assembly June 12-14, had 3 days of vacation, 
conducted one pre-marital meeting and made 22 pastoral visits. Slle will be doing Conti11ui11g Education 
on "Book of Faith" and will be gone from the office from August 11-21. The Executive Ministry takes 
care of pastoral supply during this time. 

• Reporting/or Pam, Jason related pla11s for Rally Day, Septenlber 13. A westenl theme is planned. 
Ministry reports (Quarterly) 

• Parish Care - Mary reported full staffing for Care Line. It was also noted we need more member 
help malcing shut-in visitations. 

• Worship/Music - Terri reported the frustration with worship volunteers not fulfilling their duties. 
Three hundred hymnals are needed before their dedication on September 27. A digital camcorder was 
purchased using donated money. 

• Young People - Vicki reported for Amy. Twenty-one youths are going to the National Youth 
Gathering. The Prayer Partner program will be set up in July & August. August 9 the New Orlea11s 
youths will present a "tlla11lc you" program between worship services. 

• Evangelism - Carol reported the new handbook about ministry, education and service is available. 
Maintena11ce of the web site is 11ecessary. Qualified volunteers are being sought. 

• Learning - Jason reported earlier in the nleeti11g and had nothing further to add. 
• Property - Eldon reported that the parking lot resurfaci11g had gone well. The SOu11dboard has bee11 

repaired. All fire extinguishers need to be replaced at a cost of $741. 
• Finance - Paula reported we had a $10,000 balance at the end of 2008. Some was offered to the 

Synod and some was lcept in reserve. That reserve is depleted and we're borrowing from the Pastors' 
Housing Fund for the first time in 3 years. This is money that needs to be paid baclc. 

• Executive -Dave reminded all Ministry members of the August 11 workshop, which is designed to 
help new members know their responsibilities. 

The Parish Pla11ni11g meetil1g was adj oumed at 8: 10. Pastor Dan's devotion, entitled "Night 
Worlcers" was followed by praise dollar offerings and individual Ministries proceeded to tlleir meetings.

Positive, informative, sharing and attended by 100+ Grace members - the forums held ; 
July 12 - 19 went very well! The Transition Task Force is in the process of reading 
every line of the 54 answered questionnaires that were turned in at the meetings. 

Some foll(s tool( questionnaires home to finalize and that is great. But there is a 
deadline for submission. It is Wednesday, August 5. We're still looking for any 
thoughts that may be added to the all-important sixth question. 

If you didn't get to a forum, you may still submit answers and ideas. The 
questionnaires are available on the Transition Table at the back of the sanctuary or in 
the church office. You are encouraged to complete one and put it in "The Box" or 
leave it in the office. The deadline of August 5 allows time for them to be read by the 
transition team before recommendations are formulated toward the end of August. 

Our recommendations will be framed by the five (5) congregational tasks of the 
interim time: 

1) Coming to terms with Grace's history of ministry, mission and pastors; 
2) Examining leadership and decision-mal(ing methods, past, present and future; 
3) Thinl(ing in depth about our synod and church wide view and participation; 
~4) Clarifying the reality of Grace's image and identity of itself; 
5) Sharing expectations of the personal, professional, leadership traits and skills 

desired of pastoral staff and all staff that will complement and challenge us. 

The Transition Tasl( Force is advising the Executive Ministry that they should begil1 
to fonnulate their best ideas about establishing a Call Committee. The Grace 
Lutheran Constitution provides some guidance. The exact method of establishing a 
nllmber and balance ofbacl(ground and abilities for the cOl1gregation to consider in 
voting to empower a Call Committee is an in1portant job. 

Engaging and cl1allenging work is still before us. Recommendations from the 
Transition Tasl( Force are next. Keep worl(ing with our Pastor(s), the entire staff, the 
lay leadership and every Grace member as well as those whom we serve outside 
ourselves. 

God is leading us by the example of His Son, Jesus, and through the power of the 
Holy Spirit breathing among us. Prayers for guidance and patience are needed ever 
more!

WINGS BEGINS ON SEPTEMBER 9th 

Fall is just around the corner and it is time to start thinking 
about school and WINGS. WITNESSES IN GOD'S SERVICE 
begins September 9th . Children in 1st - 5th grades may attend. 
In 2009-10, we will continue our Bible study beginning with 
the prophets and the Gospels. 
I am planning these lessons to coincide with our celebration 

of Christmas. We will also be taking time in November to study the church calendar. 

In order to have a successful program, I do need help from parents and other members of 
Ollr chLlrch and community. We need to have adults help the young children walk over to the 
church from the school. We have a large number of young children, so it would be best if we 
could get about four adults to walk with tl1em. They meet in the commons room in the grade 
school after school at about 3:00 pm. If you can help with this, please let me know. 

2 playground supervisors are needed. When the youth arrive at church they have recreation until 
3:30. Older youth do assist with this task but we are in need of an adult or two. 

I need 2-3 people to help with snacks. I need a main coordinator to schedule the snack 
rotation, purchase the sl1.acks and then assist with the Wednesday snack time. I have a schedule of 
certain snacks for each week, such as cookies one week, crackers and peanut butter, etc., making it 
easier to purchase and plan. The other assistants would be 11ere to prep, serve and clean up after 
snack time. Your volunteer time is approx 2-21/2 hours. 

8 Adult classroom teachers and assistants are needed. Your responsibilities will be to gather your 
students in the eating area and take attendance. You will join YOLlr class in the Intro and music 
times. You will have 1/2 hour classroom time wl1ere you will guide your students in a better 
understanding of the weekly topic with the completion of the prepared workbook and reading of 
the Bible story.
